

APPLICATION DEADLINE:
Must be postmarked by April 1st of the given year


 WHO IS ELIGIBLE?
· High school graduates and current college students who are offspring of a Garyite,

· Applicants must be enrolled in a full time undergraduate course of study at an accredited two or four-year college, university or vocational- technical school.

· Graduate students may apply, but will only be considered if and when there are no undergraduate applications to select from.

HOW TO APPLY
1. Complete the full application
2. Mail your application, official high school or college transcripts of grades, and an essay of 200 words or less, explaining your reason for pursuing your major.
3. Submit a photo of self, if first-time applicant
4. A grade point average of 2.0 or higher is required
5. Application must be postmarked on or before April 1st of given year
WHEN AND IF YOU ARE SELECTED:
· Proof that he/she has been accepted into a college or university

· The applicant must maintain a minimum 2.5 grade point average

· Only one probation for poor grades will be allowed over a one-year period.  Two probations in the same school year will forfeit the scholarship.
· Applicant must understand that the scholarship money will only be given if GDHAA has money available.

· The recipient may only receive the scholarship for four years.  However, if the receiving student is a sophomore or later, the scholarship period will be for a three year period, and so on.

· The applicant must also continue to provide updated transcripts with official seal of school, on an annual basis.  Once transcript is received your scholarship will be mailed.
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
